Dr.Umair Ch has presented one year data to the participants about his research for the neonates born to Hepatitis B & C Positive mothers. The data shown that out of 100 monthly patients, seven were found Hepatitis C Positive and 3 were found Hepatitis B Positive. All the neonates delivered to Positive Mothers are immediately investigated in nursery unit and found that 70% of Babies are Positive & 30% Babies are negatives.

All the Mothers of Positive Babies been advised to feed them exclusive Breast Milk and ask to repeat the screening test of Babies after six months but all the Mothers of Negative Babies were restricted from Breast Feeding.

After six months, 50% Patients did not come in follow up clinic but the rest of 50% patients who come in follow up clinic, has shown a dramatic result. All the Positive Babies who were advised to Breast Milk were found Negative in six months but the Babies to whom Breast Milk was restricted were found Positive. Such Positive Babies were asked to re evaluate after nine months of age and found Negative without any Treatment or Immunoglobulin. Immunoglobulin was not given to these Babies due to problem of Affordability & Availability. 

These statistics were collected from Foundation Hospital Rajana, District Toba Tek Singh. This is a 75 bedded Hospital running under the supervision of Prof.Dr.Altaf Hussain Rathore (Medical Superintendent) The majority of the Positive patients were socio economically poor and belong to rural area were literacy rate is below 25%.
